• There were fifteen first time 
recipients in 2014 up from seven in 
2013. 
 
• The number of organizations 
receiving funding in 2014 held 
steady from 2013 at 85. 

 
• 48% of the organizations 
receiving grants were Christian in 
2014 v. 50% in 2013. 

 
• Eight multi-year pledges were 
awarded in 2014 and 2013.
